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To enhance students' essay writing proficiency, a complimentary
Al-powered Chatbot providing immediate, personalized feedback
was introduced this year.

A cohort of exceptional S5 students participated in this trial. The
chatbot prioritizes improving grammar, sentence structure, and
vocabulary, empowering students to bolster their confidence in
writing.

The English Panel Head, Ms Chan has collaborated with our vice
principal, Mr. Kan, celebrated our advancements and success at
the Learning & Teaching Expo 2025. Their presentation, "Innovating
English Writing Education with Al: An Essay Improvement Chatbot
on the POE Platform," showcases our school's commitment to
integrating modern technology into English learning. The d
demonstration illustrates how artificial intelligence can  EEWLERSERREE
revolutionize traditional English education, fostering a more BRHMWR2025
interactive and impactful learning journey that inspires both
educators and students.
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Our school offers an aviation training programme as part of its extracurricular activities.
Students receive professional training at our Aviation Training Center, led by our Vice
Principal, who holds a fixed-wing aircraft pilot license and has completed helicopter solo
flight training, ensuring high-quality instruction. In addition to learning basic flight maneuvers,
students will also study navigation skills, using the E6B Flight Computer, aviation charts, Aeronautical Information
Publication(AIP), and Automatic Terminal Information Service (ATIS) to prepare flight plans before conducting
cross-country flights.
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Our school is the only secondary school in Hong Kong that offers
helicopter training. We have added two helicopter simulators, using the
Cabri G2 as the training model. Students practice maneuvers such as
circuits, hovering, and landing in the simulator, learning to avoid entering
a Vortex Ring State (VRS). They will also learn autorotation techniques to
handle emergency situations in the event of an engine failure.
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Our school is the only one in the district offering both Air Scouts and Air
Venture programmes. Students learn independence, self-care, and how
to help others through scouting activities, while also gaining knowledge in aviation topics like Principles of Flight, aviation, history,

aircraft recognition, and Air Accident Investigation. Our leaders are qualified Advanced Air Activity Instructors, helping students
earn the Chief Scout’s Award, which provides bonus points for university admissions.
