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At KCM, our students embody the core characteristics of being ‘Knowledgeable,’ ‘Creative,’ and ‘Modest.” Our
school-based curriculum emphasizes the use of English for everyday learning and development. To cultivate

inquisitive, motivated, and successful learners, we offer a diverse range of programs aligned with the curriculum.

To enhance learning effectiveness, all English lessons are conducted in small groups, maintaining a
student-teacher ratio of about 1:22. This allows for more individualized attention and greater interaction
between students and teachers. English teachers can also adapt their instructional approaches based on student
performance.

Beyond classroom learning, we encourage participation in various public competitions, such as verse speaking
competitions organized by the Hong Kong Schools Music and Speech Association and the Hong Kong Education
Development Association. The results have been encouraging, and students have gained valuable experiences
through these competitions.
